Health and safety policy 

It is the policy of the nursery to comply fully with the requirements of European Community Law, the Health & Safety at Work Act 1974, and all other relevant statutory provisions.

Little Blossoms has a responsibility to provide a safe environment for your child and the Manager is responsible for health and safety matters concerning the nursery premises. All staff are aware of potential hazards within the nursery and the surrounding environment and actively protect children from hazards. We aim to provide all staff with first aid training. All accidents and any incidents are recorded on accident forms. All accidents are accurately notified to the parent/carer, they sign to say they have seen them, as soon as possible. Hygiene rules relating to bodily fluids are followed with particular care and all staff are aware of how infections can be transmitted. 

In the event of serious accident, illness or injury we must inform Ofsted and the banes safeguarding children board within 14 days- these include 

* food poising affecting two or more children looked after on our premises

*a serious accident/injury to, or serious illness of, a child in our careand the action we take in response 

*the death of a child in our care

Also, the “reporting of injuries diseases and dangerous occurrences regulations” 2013 (RIDDOR) requires the reporting to the Health and Safety Executive of accidents in the workplace which result in specified serious injuries to workers and also to non- workers. A report must be made within 10 days if the injury from work causes them to be taken directly to hospital and receive treatment, or which involves them being unable to work for 7 days.
In the nursery we aim to: 

i. Involve and motivate nursery staff in all matters concerning Health & Safety.

ii. Prevent accidents, injuries and ill-health and to identify and eliminate hazardous situations.

iii. Achieve a high standard of occupational health, safety, welfare and hygiene.

iv. Control situations likely to be hazardous to health and safety in the nursery or cause damage to persons or equipment.
